PROJECT IN PROCESS
     TeXtRays: Ultimate Structuralism–explores the semantic unconscious, with a systematic focus on the body, in one hundred canonical (Anglophone) novels, 1721-1997; and, it delineates the entire semantic web of one novel, Robinson Crusoe.  The semantic unconscious is represented here by the network of semantic word families discerned in the text—RAW UNIVERSE, HUMAN BODY, and BUILT WORLD are the broad recognized categories that seem to emerge from the language of the texts.  

     For the longitudinal study, the focus is on one aspect of HUMAN BODY: every noun that refers to any aspect of the body. The corpus of texts has twelve million words, and one hundred forty thousand mentions of the body.  To see this information, and to see it being transmitted culturally, it has been reduced to quantitative data and then put into graphics. The graphical images open the large social text of the body over time, gender and race.  

     Complementary to the longitudinal (diachronic) study, is the synchronic study of the earliest example in the corpus—Defoe’s first novel.  The diachronic allows us to see the whole word family matrix of the novel. Think of the text as having a toggle switch—default position is: words are in syntax that moves forward (while referring back); the toggle switch allows one to see all the words in categorical relationships. There one can find—all the food, all the weather, all the boats, and the thoughts and affects, etc.  One can walk through the semantic universe and see how patterns are made.   

     In addition to an overview of the body in these novels and the encyclopedic endeavor on Robinson Crusoe, the project has chapters on eyes, skin, hands, and heart; as well as short pieces on blush, pleasure and beds.  All of this has been completed—text and graphics. The project will in part reside on the web so it can be accessed and further developed—e.g., on one summer research grant, two students worked on making a semantic web for Frankenstein which we had begun in a Byrne Seminar. Last, the project delineates its methodology and pedagogy.  These thematic chapters will conclude the book/web project.

      However, the project will continue to evolve on the web, with occasional essays. The next phase of the project will involve a machine reading  (text mining) of various aspects of the complete semantic networks of all the corpus, and which can be examined as an archeological find—looking for and at the material culture (the BUILT WORLD), and then as a psycho-historian to trace the AFFECT world, etc.  I am especially interested in a chapter tracing trauma—with what language--in African American fiction.
