PROJECT IN PROCESS
     TeXtRays: Reading 2.0–explores the semantic unconscious in one hundred canonical (Anglophone) novels, 1719-1997. The semantic unconscious is represented here by the network of semantic word families discerned in the text—four broad categories cover the range of areas the novels articulate: the natural world, the human being, the social universe and all its constructions, and the material world we have collectively built. The major outcome of the work shows that there are rules of semantic distribution in the novels. That is, a novel has to have a ratio of the four zones that roughly matches the template of others—there is latitude as well as constraint. As the data is zoomed in, the ratios of the subcategories are equally constrained and templated. The hypothesis is that for a narrative to successfully unfold, it must create a memory, and the Novel has a formula for generating that memory, and the formula includes an appropriate distribution of semantic elements. The novel is pixelated by way of words, and particularly by categorical redundancies that build a field over time.  It turns out that the pixilation among novels has patterned regularity.  We embed, embody, and generate not only rules for sentences, but rules for narratives.
